. There is a history in Greece of young people fighting the powers

that be. According to an interview of a Greek anarchist on the
ground by Crimethinc ex-workers collective, “In 1973, the young
people were the only ones who took the risk to revolt against
the seven-yearrunning-dictatorship; even if this was not the
only cause of the end of dictatorship, it remains in the collective
memory that the students saved Greece from the dictators and
the domination of the U.S.: So when anarchists across Greece
rose up against the state, the public was already sympathetic,
partly due to that history, but also due to the involvement and
influence anarchist ideas have on regular people in Greece in
everyday life.

Anarchist movement in Greece is one of the largest in the world
considering the population thanks to it's ideas methods and
actions. Anarchists actions like steeling from the supermar

ket distributing products for free to the people became very
popular and well accepted. Attacks on banks have become
very popular in light of the financial crisis . The fact that Greek
anarchists no longer have any subcultural influence within their
movement (as a conscious choice) since 1993 helps quite a bit
anarchists in Greece can listen to any music or dress however
but no style is confused with a political identity. Coordination

of protests and actions is due in a big part that there are more
